I beseech thes
ten days; and let them pgive ug N
to eat. ar;d water to drink. pulse

13'Then letour countenances be looked
upon before thee, and the countenance
oPthe children that eat of the portion
of the king's meat: and as thou seeat
deal with thy servantas. ’

14 So he consented to them in this
matter, and proved them ten days.

15 And at the end of ten days their
eountenances af)peared fairer and fatter
in flesh than all the children which did
eat the portion of the king's meat.

16 Thus Melzar took away the por-
tion of their meat, and the wine that
they should drink ; and gave them pulse.

17 ¥ As for these four children, God
ave them knowledge and skill in all
Feaming and wisdom: and Daniel had
understandingin all visionsand dreams.

18 Now at the end of the days that the
king had said he should bring them in,
then the prince of the eunuchs brought
them in before Nebuchadnezzar.

19 And the king communed with them;

and among them all was found none
like Daniel, Hananiah. Mishael, and
Azarinh: therefore atood they before
the king.

20 Angd in all matters of wisdom and
understanding, that the king enquired
of them, he found them ten times
better than all the magicians and as-
trologers that mere in all his realm.

21 And Danie] continued even unto
the firast year of king Cyrus.

CHAPTER II.

»\N D in the second year of the
1Y reign of Nebuchadnezzar Nebu-
chadnezzar dreamed dreams, where-
with his spirit was troubled, and his
sleep brake from him.

2 Then the king commanded to call
the magicians, and the astrologers, and
the soreerers, and the Chaldeans, for
toshew the king his dreams, 8o they
came and atood before the king.

8 And the king said unto them, I
have dreamed a dresm. and my spirit
was troubled to know the dream.

4 Then spake the Chaldeans to the

Ing in 8yriack, O king, live for ever:

I} thy servants the dream, and we
will shew the interpretation.

5 The king answered and said to the
Chaldeans, The thing is gone from me:
if ye will not make known unto me
the dream, with the interpretation
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theraof, ye shall be cut in pieces, and
your houyaea shall be made a dunghill.

6 But if ye shew the dream, and the
interpretafion thereof, ye siall receive
of me gifts and rewards and great
honour: therefore shew me the dream,
and the interpretation thereof.

7 They anawered again and said, Let
the king tell his servantsthe dream, and
we will shew the interpretation of it.

8 The king answered and said, I
know of certainty that ye would gum
the time, becruse ye see the thing is
gone from me.

9 But if ye will not make known unte
me the dream, there is but one decres
for you: for ye have prepared lying
and” corrupt worda to speak before
me, til]l the time be changed: therefore
tell me the dream, and I shall know
that ye can shew me the interpretation
thereof.

10 1 The (‘lnldeam angwered before
the king, and said, There is not & man
upon the earth that can ghew the king's
matter: therefore there is no king, lord,
nor ruler, that asked such thmgs at any
magician. or astrologer, or Chaldean.

11 And j¢ is a rare thing that the
king requireth, and there is none other
that can shew it before the king, ex-
cept the gods, whose dwelling 18 not
with flesh.

12 For this eause the king was angry
and very furious, and commanded to
destroy all the wise men of Babylon.

13 And the decree went forth that the

wise men should be slain: and they
l;mght Daniel and his fellows to be
slain

14 ¥ Then Daniel answered with eoun-
sel and wisdom te Arioch the captain
of the king's guard, which was gone
forth to slay tﬁe wise men of Babylon:

* 15 He answered and said to Arioch

the king's captain, Whg is the decree
£0 hasty from the king? Then Arioch
made the thing known to Daniel,

16 Then Daniel went in, :}nd desired
of the king that he would give him
time, and that he would shew the
kmg the interpretation.

17 Then Daniel went to his house, and
made the thing known to Hunnmah
Mishael, and Azariah, his companiona:

18 That they would desire mercies
of the God of heaven concerning this
secret; that Daniel and his feilows
ahould not fpcnsh with the rest of the
wise men of Babylon.

19 § Then was the secret revsaled
unto Daniel in & night vision. Then
Daniel blessed the God of heaven.
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20 Daniel answered and said, Blessed
be the name of God for ever and ever:
for wisdom and might are his:

21 And he changeth the times and
the seasons: he removeth kings, and
setteth up kings: he giveth wisdom
unto the wise, and kuowledge to them
that know understanding:

22 He revealeth the deep and secret
things: he knoweth what isin the dark-
ness, and the light dwelleth with him

23 [ thank thee, and praise thee, O
thon God of my fathers, who hast given
me wisdom and might, and hast made
known unto me now what we desired
of thee: for thou hast row made known
unto us the king's matter.

24 9 Therefore Danjel went in unte
Arioch, whom the king had ordained
to destroy the wise men of Babylon:
he went and said thus unto him} De-
stroy not the wise men of Babylon:
bring me in before the king, and I will
shew unto the king the interpretation.

25 Then Arioch brought in Daniel be-
fore the king in haste, and said thus
unto hin. [ have found a man of the
captives of Judah, that willmake known
unto the king the interpretation.

26 The king answered and said to
Daniel, whose name was Belteshazzar,
Art thou able to make known unto me
the dream which I have scen, and the
interpretation thereof?

27 Daniel answered in the presence
of the king, and said, The secret which
the king hath demanded cannot the wise
men, the astrologers, the magicians, the
soothsayers, shew unto the king;

28 But there i3 a God in heaven that
revealeth secrets, and maketh known
to the king Nebuehadnezzar what shall
be in the latter days. Thy dreun, and
the visions of thy
are these;

29 As for thee, O king, thy thoughts
came into thy mind upon thy bed, what
shonld come to pass hereafter: and he
that revealeth secrets maketh known
to thee what shall come to pass.

30 But as for me, this secret is not
revealed to me for any wisdom that I
ave mare than any living, but for
their sakes that shall make known the
Interpretation to the king, and that
thou mightest know the thoughts of
thy heart.

31 1 Thau, O king, sawest, and be-

old a great image. This great image,

¥hose brightness was excellent, stood

efolgal thee: and the form thereof was
e.

%2 This image's head was of tine gold,

ead upon thy bed,
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his breast ané his arms of silver, his
belly and his thighs of brasas,

33 His legs of 1ron his feet part of
iron and part of clay.

34 Thou sawest till that a stone was
cut out withont hands, which smote the
image upon his feet ‘thut were of iron
and clay, and brake them to pieces,

85 Then was the iron, the clay, the

brass, the silver, and the gold. broken
to pieces to ether, and became like
the chaff o(g the summer threshing.
floors; and the wind carried them
away, that no place was found for
them: and the stone that smote the
image became a great mountain, and
ﬂlleg the whole earth.

86 ¥ This is the dream; and we will
tell the interpretation thereof before
the king.

87 Thou, O kmg art » king of kings:
for the God heaven hath given
thee 3 kingdom, power, and strength,
and glory.

38 And wheresoever the children of
men dwell, the beasts of the ﬁeld and
the fowls of the heaven hath he given
into thine hand, and hath made thes
ruler over them sll. Thou art thia
head of gold,

39 And after thee shall arise another
kingdom inferior to thee, and another
third kingdom of brass, whieh shall
bear rule over all the earth.

40 And the fourth kingdom shall be

strong &8 iron: forasmuch as irou
breaketh in pieces and subdurth all
things: and as iron that breaketh all
these, shall it break in pieces and
bruise.

41 And whereas thou sawest the feet
and toes, part of potters’ cla?' and
part of iron, the kingdom shal be di-
vided; but there sﬁnl! be in it of
the strength of the iron, forasmuch as

49 Then Daniel requested of the king
and he set Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-nego, over the affairs of the pro-
vince of Babylon: but Daniel saz in the
gate of the king.

CHAPTER IIL

NEBUCHADNEZZARthekin made
an image of gold, whose beig twas
threescore cubits, and the breadt .
of six cubits: he set it up in the plain
of Dura, in the province of Babylon,

2 Then Nebuchadnezzar the king sent
to gather together the princes, the

vernors, and the eaptains, the judges,
the treasurers, the counsellors, the
sheriffs, and all the rulers of the pro-
vinces, to come to the dedication of
the 1ma§e which Nebuchadnezzar the
king had set up.

3 Then the princes, the governors, and
eaplains, the judges, the treasurers, the
connsellors, the sheriffs, and all the
rulers of the provinces, were gather-
¢d together unto the dedication of the
image that Nebuchadnezzar the king
bad set up; and they stood before the
image thu‘t,kebucha nezzar had set up.

.4 Then an herald cried aloud, To you
it is commanded, O people, nations,
and languages,

5 That at what time ye hear the sound
of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbu
Pealtery, dulcfmer. and all kinds o
Musick, ye fall down and worship the
Eglden image that Nebuchadnezzar the

Ing hath set np:

€ And whoso falleth not down and
worshippeth shall the same hour
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cast into the midst of a burning fiery
furnace,

7 Therefore at that time, when all the
eople heard the sound of the cornet,
ﬂute harp, sackbut, psaltery and ali
kinds of musick, all the peo?le the
nations, and the languages, fell dowy
and worshJEped the %lden image
that Nebuchadnezzar the king had
gec up.

8 9 Wherefore at that time certain
Chaldeans came near, and accused the
Jaws.

9 They spake and said to the king
Nebuchadnezzar, O king, live for
ever.

10 Thou, O king, hast made a decree,
that every man that shall hear the
sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sack-
but, psaltery, and ‘duleimer, and all
kinds of musick, shall fall down and
worship the golden image:

11 And whoso falleth not down and
worshlppeth that he should be cast
into the midst of a burning fiery fur
nace.

12 There are certain Jews whom thou
hast set over the affairs of the province
of Babylon, Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-nego; these men, O king, have
nof regarded thee: they serve not thy
gods, nor worship the golden image
which thou hast set up.

18 1 Then Nebuchadnezzar in Ais rage
and fury commanded to bring Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abed-nego. Then fhey
brought these men before the king.

14 Nebuchadnezzar spake and said
unto them, /s it true, 0 Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abed-ne , do not ye
serve my gods, nor wors 1p the golden
image which I have set up?

15 Now if ye be ready that at what
time %e hear the sound of the cornet,
flute, harp, sackhut, psaltery, and dul-
cimer, and all kinds of musick, ye fall
down and worship the image which 1
have made; well: but if ye worship
not, ye shall be cast the same hour
into the midst of a burning fiery fur-
nace; and who is that God that shall
dehver you out of my hands?

16 Shadrach, Meshael), and Abed-nej
anawered and said to the king, O e~
buchadnezzar, we are not careful t
answer thee in this matter.

17 If it be so, our God whom we serve
is able to deliver us from the burning
fiery furnace, and he will deliver us
out of thine hn.nd O king.

18 But if not, be it known unto thee,
O king, that we will not serve thy
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ods, mor worship the golden j
l:\-hich thou hast set up‘g mage

19 4 Ther was Nebuchaduezzar ful]

of fur{. and the form of his visy @
was changed agaiust Shadrach, Me.
thach, and Abed-nego: therefore he
spake, and commanded that they shouig
heat the furnace one seven tiines more
than it was wont to be heated,

20 And he commanded the most
mightg men that were in his army to
bind Shadrach, Meshach, and A ed-
nego, and to cast them into the bury.
ing fiery furnace,

21 Then these men were bound in
their coats, their hosen, and thejr hats,
and their other garments, and were cast
into the midst of the burning fiery fur-
nace.

22 Therefore because the king's com-
mandment was urgent, and the furnace
exceeding hot, the flame of the fire
slew those men that took up Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abed-nego.

23 And these three men, Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abed-nego, fell down
bound into the midst of the burning
fiery furnace.

24 Then Nebuchadnezzar the kin
was astonied. and rose up in haste, (mg
spake, and said unto his counsellors,

id not we cast three men bound into
the midst of the fire? They answered
and said unto the king, True, O king.

25 He answered and said, Lo, T see
four men loose, walking in the midst
of the fire, and they have no hurt; and
tl}ero;m of the fourth is like the Son
of God.

26 § Then Nebuchadnezzar came near
to the mouth of the burning fiery fur-
nace, and spake, aund said, Shadrach,
Meshach, and Ai)ed-nego. ye servants
of the most high God, come forth, and
come huther, Tﬁ‘xcn Shadrach, Meshach,
and Abed-nego, came forth of the midst
of the fire.

27 And the princes, governors, and
captaing, and the king's counsellors,
being gathered together, saw these
Wen. upon whose bodies the fire had
0o puwer, nor was an hair of their
bead singed, neither were their coats
chunged, nor the smell of fire had pass-
- ¢d on them.

28 Then Nebuchadnezzar s nke, and
8aid, Blessed be the God of Shadrach,
eshach, and Abed-nego, who hath
tent his angel, and delivered hie ser-
vants that trusted in him, and_have
changed the king's word, and yielded
their bodies, that they might not serve
&deorship any god, except their own
Ol . .

CHAPTER IV.

EBUCHADNEZZAR theking, unto
all people, natious. and languages.
that dwell in all the earth; Peace be
multiplied unto you.
2 I thought it good to shew the signs
and wonders that the high God hath
wrought toward me.

3 How great are his mﬁns' and how
mighty are his wonders! bis kingdom
is an everlasting kingdom, and his deo-
minionisfrom generation to generation.

4 1 | Nebuchadnenzar was at rest in
mine house, and flourishing in my
palace:

51 saw a dream which made me afraid,
and the thouglits upon my bed and the
visions of my lead troubled me.

6 Thercfore made I a decree to bring
in all the wise men of Babylon before
me, that they might make known unto
me the interpretation of the dream.

7 Then came in the magicians, the
astro]ogers. the Chaldeans, and the
goothsayers: and I told the dream be-
fore them ; but they did not make known
unto me the interpretation thereof.

8 ¥ But at the last Danie] came in be-
fore me, whose name nas Belteshazzar
accordmg to the name of m ﬁ
in whom s the spirit of the holy godu
and before him I told the dream, saying,

90 Belteshazzar, master of the ma-
mcmns, because 1 know that the spirit
of the holy gods is in thee, and no
secret troubleth thee, tell me the vi-
sions of my dream that I have seen,
and the interpretation thereof.

10 Thus were the visions of mine
head in my bed; I saw, and behold a
tree in the midst of the es.rth and the
height thereof was great.

11 The tree grew, and was stroug,
and the hsight thereof reached unto
heaven, and the sight thereof to the
end of all the earth:

12 The leaves thereof were fair, and
the fruit thereof much, and in it was
meat for all: the beasts of the field had
shadow ander it, and the fowls of the
henven dwelt in the boughs thereof,
and all fiesh was fed of it.

13 I saw in the visions of my head upon

my bed, and, behold, a watcher and an
boly one came down from heaven;
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14 He cried mloud, and saiq thus,
Hew down the tree, and cut off his
branches, shake off his leaves, and
seatter his fruit: let the beasts got
away from under it, and the fowla
from his branches:

15 Nevertheless leave the stump of
his roots in the earth, even with a band
of iron and brass, in the tender grass of
the field; and let it be wet with the
dew of heaven, and /et his portion e
with the beasts in the grass of‘:he earth:

18 Let his heart be changed from
man's, and let a beast's heart be given
unto him; and let seven times pass
over him.

17 This matter is by the decree of the
watchers, and the demand by the word
of the holy ones: to the intent that
the living may know that the most
High ruleth in the kingdom of men,
.nﬁ giveth it to whomsoever he will,
ard setteth up over it the bagest of men.

18 This dream I king Nebuchadnezzar
have seen. Now thou. O Belteshazzar,
declare the interpretation thereof, forag.
much as all the wise men of my king-
dow are not able tomake known unto
me theinterpretation: but thouartable;
for the spirit of the holy gods s in thee.

19 4 Then Daniel, whose name was
Belteshazzar, was astonied for one
hour,and his thoughtstroubled him.The
king spake, and said, Belteshazzar, let
not the dream, or the iuterpretation
thereof, trouble thee. Belteshazzar an-
swered and said, My lord, the dream
e to them that hate thee, and the
interpretation thereof to thine enemies.

20 The tree that thou sawest, which
grew, and was stroug, whose height
reaiched unto the heaven, and the
sight thereof to all the earth;

2! Whose leaves were fair, and the
fruit thereof much, and in it was meat
for all; under which the beasts of the
field dwelt, and upon whose branches
%)h;: fowls of the heaven had their ha-
tation :

22 It is thou, O kin%. that art grown
and become strong: for thy greatness
is frown. and reachoth unto heaven,
and thy dominion to theend of the earth

23 And whereas the king saw a
watcher and an holy one coming down
from heaven, and saying, Hew the
tree down, and destroy it; yet leave
the stump of the roots thereof in the
tarth, even with a band of iron and
bras, in the tender grass of the field;
And let it be wet with the dew of hea-
ven, and ler his portion be with the
beasts of the field, till seven times
pass over himn;

24 This is the jnterpretation, O king,
and this is the decreepof the most ngg,

which is come upon my lord the kiug:
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95 That they shall drive thee from
men, and thy dwelling shall be with
the bensts of the field, and they shall
make thee to eat grass as oxen, and
they shall wet thee with the dew of
heaven, and seven times shall pass
over thee, till thou know that the most
High ruleth in the kingdom of men,
and giveth it to whomsocever he will.

26 And whereas they commanded to
leave the stump of the tree roots; thy
kingdom shall be sure unto thee, aﬂ:er
that thou shalt have known that the
heavens do rule.

27 Wherefore, O king, let mn

be acceptable nnto thee, and
thy sins by righteousness, and thine
iniquities by shewing mercy to the
poor; if it may be a lengthening of
thy tranqunlhty

28 1 All this came upon the king
Nebuchadnezzar.

29 At the end of twelve months he
walked in the palace of the kingdom
of Babylon.

30 The king spake, and said, Is not
this great Babylon, that I have built
for the house of the kingdom by the
might of my power, and for the honoar
of my majesty?

31 While the word was in the king's
month, there fell & voice from heaven,
sanm king Vebuchndnensr, to
thee it is spoken; The kingdom is de-
parted from thee.

32 And they shall drive thee from
men, and thy dwelling shail be with
the beasts of the field: they shall
make thee to eat grass as oxen, and
seven times shall pass over thee, until
thou know that the most Iigh ruleth
in the kingdom of men, and giveth it
to whomsoever he will.

33 The same hour was the thinﬁ
fulﬁlled upon Nebuchadnezzar: an
he was driven from men, and did eat
grass as mcen and his body was wet
with the dew of heaven, till hia hairs
were grown like eagles’ feathers, and
his nails like birds' elgw=.

34 And at the end of the days I Ne-
buchadnezzar lifted up mine eyes unto
heaven, and mine understanding re-
turned unto me, and I blessed the most
High, and 1 praised and honoured him
that liveth for ever, whose dominion és
an everlasting dominion, and his king-
dom is from generation to generation:

35 And all the inhabhitants of the earth
are relmted as nothing: and he doeth
according to his wil] in the army of
heaven, and emong the inhabitants of
the earth: and none can atay his hand,
or say unto him, What doest thou?

36 At the same time my reayon re-
turned unto me; and for the rlnry of
my kingdom, mine honour and bright-
ness returned unto me; and my coun-
sellorsand my lords sought unto me;and
I was established in my kingdom, and
excellent majesty was added unto me.

6 Then the king's countenance was
thanged, and his thoughts troubled
bim, 8o that the joints of his loins
were loosed, and his knees smote one
against another.

7 The king cried aloud to briug in
the astrologers, the Chaldeans, and the
soothsayers, And the king spake, and
said to the wise men of Babylon, Who-
soever shalil read this writing, and shew
me the interpretation thereof, shall be
clothed with scarlet, and have a chain
of gold about his nmeek, and shall be
the third ruler in the kingdom.

8 Then cume in all the king's wise
men: but they eould not read the writ-
Ing, nor make known to the king the
interpretation thereof.

9 Then was king Belshazzar greatly
troubled, and his countenance way
ehanged in him, and his lords were
astonied.

109 Now the queen by reason of the
worda of the king and his lords came
into the hanquet ﬁouse: and the queen
#pake and said, O king, live for ever:
let nct thy thoughts trouble thee, nor
let thy countenance be changed:

11 There is 8 man in thy kingdom, in
whom is the spirit of the holy gods;
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
